
Homeschool Idaho Curriculum Resale Event
 Thursday, June 1, 2023

We are trying something new this year! We agreed with last year’s 
convention evaluations that the Curriculum Resale Event was too 
cramped. So we’re taking the sale outside! To make loading/
unloading easier, sellers will park in a designated spaces and sell 
their items from behind and beside their vehicle. We hope that 
this open-air market will be more enjoyable for buyers and sellers 
alike.

As a seller, you will be reserving parking spaces. Your materials 
will be sold behind your vehicle, reducing your loading/unloading 
burden. Your first parking space, which is where you will park 
your car, will provide you with 4 feet of space for sales. Should 
you require an additional parking space due to the quantity of 
merchandise you are selling, you may add parking spaces (first 
one for your car, additional are empty spaces beside your car). 
Each parking space may be reserved for $10.00. 

Homeschool Idaho will NOT be including tables with spaces. You 
are free to bring your own tables and chairs from home. Should 
you require tables, you may reserve 8’ x 2’ tables for $12.00 per 
table. We are allowing 4’ of sales space behind each car, which will 
accommodate only one table. 

For safety, no tables can be placed between cars. Additional tables 
must be set up in an additional empty parking space. If you plan 
to utilize multiple tables, please reserve multiple spaces. 

Important Information

•  Sellers spaces may be reserved for $10.00/each.

•  Tables may be reserved for $12.00/each.

•  Tables are 8 feet long and 2 feet wide.

•  Merchandise must fit in your designated space.
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Set-Up


• Begins at 8:00 AM at 
Treasure Valley Baptist 
Church.


• Please check-in with the 
parking attendant who will 
direct you to our assigned 
space(s).


• To reduce vehicle movement 
and increase safety, no cars 
will be able to enter the 
selling region after 9:00 AM.


• Please be completely set-up 
by 9:30 AM.


Seller Pre-Sale


• Sellers may begin buying, 
selling and trading with one 
another from 9:00 - 10:00 
AM.


Public Sale


• Sale opens to public at 10:00 
AM. Please remain at your 
space until 1:00 PM. 


Tear-Down


• You may not move your 
vehicle until 1:00 PM


• Please remove all 
merchandise promptly after 
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•  Please be sensible about the amount of weight each table can 
bear.

•  Sellers will be responsible for pricing and selling their own 
merchandise. You are free to barter and trade.

•  Sellers may share space with a friend.

•  Walking sales are not permitted. Keep your items at your space.

•  Please be respectful of our all-volunteer staff, fellow sellers, and 
buyers. Let graciousness be the rule of the day!

•  No refunds will be given for those sellers who do not arrive by 
9:00 AM and their space(s) may be given to another seller.

•  Please be mindful of your children if you bring them with you. 
Do not allow your children to wander unattended.

•  There will not be help available to carry boxes or sale items. 
You must be able to load and unload your own products.

•  Seller’s vehicles may not be moved between the hours of 9 AM 
and 1 PM. 

•  Shoppers will park in a designated lot separate from the sellers’ 
lot.

•  Chairs: Homeschool Idaho will 
not be providing chairs. Please 
bring folding chairs from home.

•  Bags and boxes: for your 
buyer’s convenience.


• Calculator: you may need one! 
Don’t rely on mental math.


• Bins or Tables: for displaying 
items.


Unsellable Items


• Food items: We ask that our 
sellers not sell food items. There 
will be a concession stand where 
breakfast, lunch, beverages and 
snacks may be purchased. You 
are very welcome to bring food 
from home for yourself, but 
please do not sell any of it.


• Weapons: Please do not sell 
any weapons from our used 
curriculum sale.


• Noise emitting devices: Trust 
us, hundreds of homeschoolers 
are loud enough!


• Large items: There will not be 
space for any items which will not 
fit on a table. If you have large 
items to sell, please take a photo 
of the item, display the photo and 
make arrangements to show the 
item to prospective buyers at 
another time.
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
